• Ensure substrates are dry prior to installation.

Reels must be stored FLAT and be handled with care to resist the
premature expansion and spiralling out of the material.

IMPORTANT: To prevent premature expansion, only open material
that you are going to use immediately.

• Remove reel from clear protective shrink-wrap packaging.
• Open the reel by cutting through the colored marking tape.
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• The ends of the sealant tape being used at the start and finish of
a sealing run must be squared off using a sharp knife or shears.

TIP: Lightly spraying the knife or shears
with water from a spray bottle
makes cutting easier.
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• Peel off the white release liner to expose the scrim-reinforced
pressure-sensitive adhesive face of the sealant tape.

• Press the self-adhesive face of the sealant tape against the surface
of one of the substrates to be sealed.

• Ensure the other substrate is properly aligned with the sealant tape
and secure the substrates appropriately.

• Joining lenghts to make a continuous strip is done by mitering
and then pinching the miters together.

• To make miters with angles that match, overlap the two pieces to
be joined and cut them both at the same time with a utility knife
with the blade extended.

• Cut the tapes on a 45° angle.  Remember that spraying the blade
lightly with water will facilitate cut-
ting.

• Place the two mitered
faces together and
pinch the them to-
gether with your fin-
gers.
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
